Counter Terrorism Policing Team contact referrer. Information is shared between Safeguarding Teams and Counter Terrorism Policing Team as 
appropriate. A gateway (screening) assessment is conducted, and the outcome will be one of the following: 

• Case appropriate for Police led process 

• Referral into multiagency Channel*   (For more information see Preventing violent extremism and terrorism or Channel Duty Guidance ) 

• No further action in relation to Prevent. However, other safeguarding action may be taken if deemed appropriate.  
 

* There is no separate referral route into Channel. Channel Panel will review case & decide whether it is appropriate to adopt into Channel to offer support
